The City Council considered a resolution adopting the Consent Agenda for selected items

The Council considered a resolution granting a Temporary Class B Fermented Malt Beverage to 

First Presbyterian Church, Tim Nieman, president, 2112 Rudolph Road, on September 10, 2012, 

for Business After Hours – Eau Claire Chamber of Commerce.
