· Local, Sustainable, Healthy Food – Honoring individuals, businesses, and organizations that demonstrate outstanding commitment to producing or promoting local, sustainable, healthy food.

· Sustainable City Staff – Honoring City employee(s) who have gone above and beyond their normal duties to incorporate sustainable practices into their everyday work activities.

· Transportation Innovations – Honoring individuals, businesses, and organizations that are improving fleets, alternative fuels, car-sharing, transit, biking, etc. on a day-to-day basis or in long-term efforts.

· Waste Reduction, Composting or Recycling – Honoring individuals, businesses, and organizations that contribute to waste reduction, the development of composting, or increasing recycling and its related infrastructure.
